Suggested tour in West Sweden

The Classical tour 7 days

Day 1 Gothenburg (D)

The tour starts in Goteborg. Depending on your arrival you will get a sightseeing in the town
including a visit to the Botanical Garden.

Dinner and overnight in central Goteborg, with a possibility to stroll along the popular
Avenue.

Day 2 West coast (B, D)

After breakfast we visit Gunnebo Castle and gardens before
headin|g north. We follow the west coast to the islands Tj6rn
and Orust. Lunch on your own before making a visit to the
Nordic Watercolor Museum, “Akvarellmuseet”.

Check in at hotel by the sea and time for a rest before the

3 course dinner — inspired by the sea.

Day 3 Hunneberg mountain and Lake Véanern (B,L,D)

We spend the morning on the islands, taking a walk in one
of the fishing villages before travelling eastwards and inland. The forest covered mountain
Hunneberg, outside Trollhatan, holds a Moose museum which we will visit. As an alternative
we visit the herb garden “Mon” with a colorful mixture of old and new plants. If it is time for
the falls in the city of Trollh&ttan we will stop to enjoy this. In late afternoon we arrive to the
city of Lidkoping by Lake Vanern.

Check in to the hotel and some free time before a tour to the 17" century Castle of Lack®.

A guided visit in the castle before we will have dinner by the lake.

Over night Lidkdping (alternative Skara)
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Day 4 Géta Kanal — Lake Vattern (B,L)

After breakfast we travel along the coastline of the Lake.
Passing a rich nature and interesting historical sights we will
arrive to Gota Canal and for a couple of hours we change
transport from bus to canal boat until we reach Lake Vattern.
In Karlsborg, once the central of defense in Sweden, we visit
the fortress and travel back to our hotel in Lidkdping (alt Skara)
We then follow the coast along the lake to arrive to the
Picturesque small city of Hjo, where we will make a stop and
have time for a coffee. Back to the hotel in Lidkoping

(alt Skara) and dinner on your own

Day 5 Skara — Medieval history — Falkoping (B, L, D )

This day will take us to the early medieval part of our region.
Skara, the oldest city in Sweden, (Lund in “Skane” belonged
to Denmark at his time) has a 1000-year history to tell, the
cathedral is one of its proofs. In the nearby Monastery
church of Varnhem, there are several royal tombs and it may
well be that the oldest larger Christian burial sight in Sweden
is situated here. We will travel along Lake Hornborga, a bird-
lake that is the resting-place of thousands of cranes in
springtime but the bird-life is extremely plentiful all the year
round. A stop will be made at the bird watching center.
Overnight outside Falkdping, countryside style hotel

Day 6 Falkoping — Ulricehamn (B,L,D)

The rural landscape surrounding Falkoping offer ancient monuments and fascinating nature.
We will visit an old setting of houses form 19" century. Continuing south to the lakedistrict
south of Ulricehamn we will visit several of the country houses and estates to admire the
gardens, stables and historical interiors. Last night will of course be in one of these historical
houses with a memorable farwell dinner.

Day 7 Ulricehamn — Goéteborg (B)
The tour comes to an end in Géteborg.
